Description of this opportunity: 
The Cathedral Parish plans several social gatherings each year. These events include a Parish Picnic 
in September, an Epiphany Party in early January and other casual social gatherings during the year.

Usually, a single planning meeting is held at which time, we talk about the menu, needed supplies 
for activities and the schedule for the day. Helpers would arrive at the event early for set-up and 
would expect to help serve beverages or food and clean-up. Total time would be 3-4 hours on the 
day of the event and 1-2 hours at the planning meeting.
