Description of this opportunity:

The Cathedral of St. John the Evangelist is arenowned sponsor of the arts. Music holds a special
place in Catholic liturgy and tradition and our music programs always respect that vital role. In
addition to the skills and talents of our professional musicians, we offer amixed chorus, two
women’s choirs, amen’s choir, a children’ s'youth choir, a handbell ensemble aswell as
opportunities for talented vocal soloists and instrumentalists. In this array is a place for aimost every
talented person who is interested in the performance of sacred music.

The Cathedral Choir is an auditioned ensemble performing challenging choral music and is most
appropriate for those with significant prior choral or musical performance experience. The
Cathedral Women’s Choir and Cathedral Men’s Choir offer opportunities for less experienced
singers or those individuals with less time to commit to rehearsals and performance. The
Resurrection Choir is our funeral liturgy choir and has aminimal commitment of rehearsal time and
does not require an audition.

The Choristers of St. Francis offers children in grades 3-8 an opportunity to learn about choral
singing in afriendly group environment. Our Handbell Ensemble is growing and encourages
interested players who are new to the bells but who have some ability to read music and appreciate
rhythm.

The Cathedral also seeks those individuals who can lead the congregation as cantors. These
individuals are invited to audition for this position after auditioning for other choirs or ensembles
here at the Cathedral. All instrumental soloists are auditioned and should have significant
performance experience and a high skill level.
